
 

Ceremony Decor 

  Altar or arch backdrop - Creates a centre where you'll exchange vows and serves 
as the main visual element in ceremony photos. 

  Aisle runner - Defines the path you'll walk and adds a touch of formality or 
personality to your entrance. 

  Aisle markers - Decorate the rows with florals, lanterns, or ribbons to guide guests' 
eyes toward the altar. 

  Ceremony seating decorations - Adds charm to chairs with fabric, flowers, or 
greenery for a polished look. 

  Welcome sign at entrance - Greets guests with your names and wedding date 
while setting the original tone. 

  Ceremony programs display - Provides order of events in a beautiful presentation 
that matches your theme. 

  Flower petals for tossing - Give guests something special to celebrate your 
recessional down the aisle. 

  Unity ceremony items - Includes candles, sand, or a wine box for symbolic rituals 
during the ceremony. 

  Guest book table setup - Creates a designated spot for guests to leave messages 
and well-wishes. 

  Directional signage - Helps guests find their way to the ceremony location without 
confusion. 

Reception Tables 

  Table centerpieces - Acts as the visual anchor for each table with florals, candles, 
or creative arrangements. 

  Table linens and runners - Provide the foundation for your tablescape and 
reinforce your color scheme. 

  Chair covers or sashes - Convert standard venue chairs into something more 
aligned with your wedding style. 

  Place cards and holders - Guide guests to their assigned seats while adding a 
personalized decorative touch. 

  Table numbers or names - Identify each table clearly, and reflect your theme with 
creative designs. 

  Charger plates and napkins - Uplifts the place setting with layered textures and 
coordinating colors. 

  Menu cards - Inform guests about the meal while serving as an attractive addition to 
each place setting. 

  Napkin rings or ties - Add a finishing detail that pulls together the entire table 
design. 

  Salt and pepper shakers - Provide practical function with decorative appeal when 
chosen thoughtfully. 



 

  Favor at each place setting - Gives guests a small gift to take home as a memento 
of your special day. 

Reception Centre Points 

  Sweetheart table decor - Highlights where you and your partner sit with extra 
special flowers or a decorative backdrop. 

  Cake table backdrop - Frames your wedding cake with draping, florals, or a custom 
design that makes it stand out. 

  Cake topper and serving set - Personalizes your cake with a meaningful topper 
and refined serving utensils. 

  Guest favors display - Presents your thank-you gifts in an attractive arrangement 
that encourages guests to take them. 

  Bar area decorations - Dresses up the drink station with signage, florals, or themed 
elements. 

  Cocktail table arrangements - Decorates high-top tables during cocktail hour with 
small centerpieces or candles. 

  Dance floor decal or monogram - Projects your initials or design onto the floor for 
a personalized touch. 

  Photo booth backdrop and props - Creates a fun area for guests to take 
memorable pictures with themed accessories. 

  Lounge furniture and pillows - Provides comfortable seating areas with couches, 
chairs, and decorative cushions. 

  Card box for gifts - Designates a secure, decorated container for cards and 
envelopes from guests. 

  Dessert table display - Showcases sweets with tiered stands, signage, and 
complementary decor elements. 

Lighting and Atmosphere 

  String lights or fairy lights - Adds a romantic twinkle effect overhead or wrapped 
around columns and trees. 

  Uplighting for walls - Washes venue walls with colored light to match your palette 
and create an inviting atmosphere. 

  Candles (votives, pillars, tapers) - Provides soft, flickering illumination that creates 
intimacy and coziness. 

  Lanterns - Offers both light and decorative interest, whether hung, placed on tables, 
or lining pathways. 

  Spotlights for key areas - Highlights important spaces like the cake table, 
sweetheart table, or entrance. 

  Chandeliers or hanging installations - Makes a dramatic statement overhead with 
crystals, florals, or greenery. 

 Edison bulbs or bistro lights - Creates a casual, vintage feel perfect for outdoor or 
industrial venues. 



 

Signage and Finishing Touches 

  Seating chart display - Shows guests their table assignments in a large, 
easy-to-read format near the reception entrance. 

 Buffet or food station signs - Label each dish for dietary awareness and add 
decorative consistency. 

  Bar menu sign - Lists signature cocktails and available drinks in an attractive, 
readable display. 

  Restroom signs - Directs guests to facilities with creative or themed directional 
markers. 

  Timeline or itinerary sign - Keeps guests informed about when key events like 
toasts or cake cutting will happen. 

  Hashtag sign - Encourages social media sharing with your custom wedding 
hashtag displayed prominently. 

  Reserved seating signs - Mark special seats for family members or the wedding 
party during the ceremony. 

  Exit send-off supplies - Provides sparklers, confetti, bubbles, or ribbons for guests 
to celebrate your departure. 

  Transportation decor - Decorates your getaway car with flowers, ribbons, or a "just 
married" sign. 

  Bathroom basket amenities display - Offers guests helpful items like mints, 
tissues, and toiletries in a decorated basket. 

  Floral garlands - Drapes tables, mantels, or arches with lush greenery and blooms 
for a natural, romantic look. 

  Draping or fabric swags - Softens hard venue lines with flowing fabric on ceilings, 
walls, or doorways. 
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
